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Fairy Meadows, also known as joot by the locals, is renowned for its verdant plateaus and 
the imposing presence of Nanga parbat, the world’s ninth hightest peak often referred to as 
the killer mountain. It was named by German climbers. It is an area of grassland near one 
of the base camp sites of nanga parbat, located in Diameter District. It was originally 
discovered by climber Herman Bhol due to its meamerizing beauty. Reaching fairy Meadows 
is an adventure in itself. The journey starts with a jeep ride along one of the most thrilling 
and narrow mantain roads in the world. The jeep track sketchers from Raikot bridge on the 
karakaram highway to the village of Tattu from tattu, travelers take a roughly three-hour 
trek to the meadows.

In addition to its beauty, there are many activities 
for the tourists which include camping, trekking and hiking, and wildlife watching.

Shooting stars, or meteors, are small particles from space that 
burn up in the earth’s atmosphere, creating a brilliant flash of 
light. Most shooting stars come from thin fragments of comets 
or asteroids that have broken apart & are then pulled towards 
earth by gravity. They can enter the atmosphere at speeds of 
upto 40,000 miles per hour. As they enter the atmospheres the 
friction generates temperatures of upto 3,000c, causing the 
particle to vaporize & create the bright streak of light. Shooting 
stars are typically visible for a few seconds, and they can appear 
any where in the sky. When earth passes through a trail of comet 
or asteroid debris, we can see multiple shooting stars in a short 
period, known as meteor shower. For centuries, it has been a 
source of fascination & wonder. Many cultures believe they 
possess magical powers, granting wishes to those who see them. 
Take a moment to gaze up at the stars on a clear night. You 

night just catch a glimpse of a shooting star!
